For LICS: Any canned goods, vegetables, can fruits, 
peanut butter, jelly, crackers, pastas of all kind.

For SISTERCARE: paper products, diapers, canned 
fruits, vegetables, peanut butter, crackers (children 
love these), bath soap, sheets, pillows cases — just 
to name a few.  

For DJJ: school supplies, book bags, pencils, small 
calculators, paper, erasers, rulers, etc. 

The needs at LICS and Sistercare are greater than 
ever, with unemployment higher than it has ever 
been.  It is so upsetting to see elderly people com-
ing to LICS in need of food.

We are all being asked for so much today.  We must 
remember that these are people in Lexington Coun-
ty that we are reaching out to help.  

When you come to our monthly meeting keep this 
in mind.  If you desire to give a monetary gift, 
checks are to be made payable to Sistercare, LICS 
or Friends of Juvenile Justic.
